This will be followed by a group discussion
and a question and answer period. Panelists should plan on presenting wi,zhout access to audio/visual

equipment.

Health, wellness, and safety (subtopics: mental health; maternal health; nutrition; reduction o f domestic
violence; reproductive rights)

Economic security (subtopics: social and micro-enterprise; financial education; reducing the precarity of
work)

Social inclusion (subtopics: countering social exclusion; citizenship and participation; understanding the
Canadian democratic system; racism and gender bias; fathers as partners in change)

at the conference. Submissions should include the submitter's name, institutional affiliation, email
address, and telephone number. Please note, accepted panelists are expected to pay their own expenses to
travel and attend the conference. They will not have to pay a registration fee.
